two of the books promised by his prefaces nietzsche did not go to write the books heralded by these prefaces
but the prefaces themselves provide substantial challenges of their own and intriguing clues as to the form and
content of the books nietzsche may have intended some of these prefaces are better known to students of
nietzsche than others and have attracted significant attention from scholars the first essay is entitled on the
